Now, On the Road to Tsiyon with the remnant people of God, here's the
voice of Tsiyon in exile, Eliyahu ben David!

01:04* ELIYAHU: Dawn, today we have an excellent theme to our show. Do you want to
share that with the folks?

DAWN: The Son of Man—Our Redeemer.

ELIYAHU: We are all so glad that He is our redeemer, but do we really understand what
that is about? Today in our program we are going to go into that in some detail and we will
see why only the Son of Man could be our Redeemer. Why we had to be redeemed by a
man.

DAWN: Okay.

ELIYAHU: As we go through this discussion, we want people to realize we are not saying
that Yeshua the Messiah is not the Son of God.

DAWN: Right!

ELIYAHU: He (Yeshua) is the Son of God and Hallelujah! Praise the Lord that He is the
Son of God.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: ... But we are focusing today on who He is as the Son of Man, as a real man, as
a real human being like all of us. Only by being like us could He redeem us. This is what
we are going to be looking into today.

DAWN: So we are just going to focus on the area that is often overlooked or that people
just tend to rush right through that side of it—His humanity. Is that kind of the idea of it?

ELIYAHU: He did something really amazing for us because He gave up His position in
Heaven and took on flesh and blood to become really one of us. Not some sort of a God-
man who looked like a human being.
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DAWN: Right.

03:06 ELIYAHU: But an actual person, just like we are, with flesh and blood. He partook
of flesh and blood to be like we are because that is what was needed to save us. We are
going to find out more about that today. We are going to find out what the scriptures say
about that and we will understand then, why He often called Himself, “the Son of Man.”
This was His most frequently used title for Himself. He used this title more than twice as
much as the title, “Son of God.” (RT050606.18 and RT051306.19) We are going to find out
a lot more about why He did that.

03:13 ELIYAHU: The first verse we would like to read (and we are going to read a lot of
verses today) is Matthew 18:11. Would you read that for us?

DAWN: For the Son of Man came to save that which was lost. (Matthew 18:11)

ELIYAHU: The Son of Man came to save that which was lost. Now that is a simple
statement but really a great statement because only the Son of Man could save us. We are
going to see that as we go along - but that was His reason for coming. That was why the
Son of God left heaven and became the Son of Man so that He could save that which was
lost. Now, what was lost? Well in previous programs on this topic of the Son of Man
[RT0520006.20 and RT 052706.21], we learned that Adam, our first father, lost a lot of
things when he sinned against God.

DAWN: Right.
ELIYAHU: And he lost it not just for himself but for everyone who would come from him.
DAWN: So in a sense, that is our inheritance?

04:58 ELIYAHU: Yes our inheritance. Exactly. So here is our inheritance that Adam lost
for us, just to name some of the more important things. First of all, fellowship with God,
that was our inheritance. Fellowship with God. Well when Adam sinned, he lost fellowship
with God for the whole race. Dominion of the Earth was something that God had given to
Adam and the whole race of Man. Adam gave that up. He gave that over to Satan. So we
lost that. Adam had a perfect body, a perfect soul, and a perfect spirit and that is what
would have been passed on to us but when Adam sinned the perfection of body, soul, and
spirit was lost.

DAWN: Oh boy.

ELIYAHU: Yes. There was a tree in the garden called the Tree of Life.
DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: As long as Adam could eat of that tree, he would live forever.

DAWN: Right.
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ELIYAHU: God cast them out of the garden and made that tree off-limits to Mankind.
DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: So, Adam lost for us eternal life.

DAWN: And that is the one we feel.

ELIYAHU: Yes. That is a very big thing. So when we look at what Adam lost, our
inheritance that Adam lost for us, it is really gigantic.

DAWN: Yes.

ELIYAHU: What we have to understand about that is that there is nothing that we could do
to change it. None of us are in a position where we could change it. We were all hopelessly
lost with no means to recover ourselves from what had been lost.

DAWN: You mean there is no pill we can take to make it better?

ELIYAHU: No. No pill we can take. Nothing we could do. We were just entirely lost
because none of us could go back and redo what Adam had done.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: That was the condition that we were in. Now, the Son of Man is referred to in
Scripture as “the last Adam.” He said, “The Son of Man came to save that which was lost.”

06:20 DAWN: Yes.

ELIYAHU: The Son of Man gained back for us the fellowship with God that was lost.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: The dominion in the Earth.

DAWN: Ooh!

ELIYAHU: Eventually perfection of body, soul, and spirit through the Holy Spirit.

DAWN: Yes.

ELIYAHU: And eternal life for every person who believes. Through the Son of Man we who
were hopelessly lost have been redeemed by the champion of Mankind who is one of our

own, the Son of Man.

DAWN: Praise God!
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07:15 ELIYAHU: Praise the Lord! We can see truly, the Son of Man did come to save that
which was lost. Now we want to understand this more clearly, why this happened, how
this happened, and we are going to read some verses now. We have quite a few verses from
Matthew we want to take a look at. Let’s read Matthew chapter 12 verse 40.

DAWN: For as Jonah was three days and three nights in the belly of the whale, so will the
Son of Man be three days and three nights in the heart of the earth. (Matthew 12:40)

ELIYAHU: We know when we read that verse, Yeshua is talking about His impending
death.

DAWN: Right.

07:53 ELIYAHU: That He would go down into death, like every man, and this is what He
did for us as the Son of Man—only three days and three nights though because death could
not hold Him. Here is another verse from Matthew chapter 17 verse 22 and 23. Let’s read
that.

DAWN: While they were staying in Galilee, Yeshua said to them, “The Son of Man is about to
be delivered up into the hands of men, and they will kill him, and the third day he will be
raised up.” (Matthew 17:22-23)

ELIYAHU: Of course the Son of Man knew why He was here. He came to save the lost.
This is how it was going to happen. He knew that He would be delivered up into the hands
of men and they would kill Him but He had the hope that on the third day He would be
raised from the dead.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: So, this is how He was to save the lost through giving up His own life at the
hands of unrighteous men. Now, we often wonder, how is that? That (His giving up His
life) could bring life back to us?

DAWN: Right

ELIYAHU: Well we are going to get into that some more but we are going to read a few more
verses showing how Yeshua as the Son of Man, particularly, is our Redeemer.

DAWN: Okay.

08:58 ELIYAHU: We want to read Matthew chapter 20 verses 18 and 19 now.

DAWN: “Behold, we are going up to Jerusalem, and the Son of Man will be delivered to the
chief priests and scribes, and they will condemn him to death, and will hand him over to the

Gentiles to mock, to scourge, and to crucify; and the third day he will be raised up.”
(Matthew 20:18-19)
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ELIYAHU: 1 find it interesting, when I read these verses that the crucifixion of Messiah
seems to have caught the disciples completely by surprise.

DAWN: Right.
ELIYAHU: But it of course did not catch Yeshua by surprise.
DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: He knew ahead of time exactly what was going to happen and He told His
disciples on many occasions, we are reading some of those occasions now, what would
happen to Him. He knew that in Jerusalem He would be delivered to the chief priests and
scribes. They were going to condemn Him to death and then the gentiles would mock,
scourge, and crucify Him. Then after three days, He would be raised from the dead.

DAWN: Right.

10:10 ELIYAHU: And He told them this truth. This is what had to happen for Him to save
the lost. Now lets go on to Matthew chapter 26 verse 2 and read another verse.

DAWN: “You know that after two days the Passover is coming, and the Son of Man will be
delivered up to be crucified.” (Matthew 26:2)

ELIYAHU: Right. Now what we are showing as we are going through these verses, is that
when Yeshua would talk about what He would go through—His ordeal, that included His

crucifixion, the title He used about Himself was “the Son of Man.”

DAWN: Right. It is not the “Son of God” here; it is the “Son of Man.” So He is trying to
show us something?

ELIYAHU: Exactly. Every single time we find that His crucifixion and death is connected
with who He is as the Son of Man.

DAWN: Right.

[10:53] ELIYAHU: That is what we are establishing through all of these verses. We have
another verse, Matthew 26:45. Let’s read that.

DAWN: Then he came to his disciples, and said to them, “Sleep on now, and take your rest.
Behold, the hour is at hand, and the Son of Man is betrayed into the hands of sinners.
(Matthew 26:45)

[11:08] ELIYAHU: Okay. And in Matthew 20:28.

DAWN: ... Even as the Son of Man came not to be served, but to serve, and to give His life as
a ransom for many.” (Matthew 20:28)
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and from what Yeshua Himself said, we can understand this principle of the ransom and
how through the ransom Yeshua is really the redeemer of all of believing Mankind. The
early believers understood this. In the rest of the New Covenant Scriptures, there is quite a
bit that explains about the ransom.

DAWN: Okay.

ELIYAHU: So, we are going to look at some of those verses as well today.
DAWN: Great!

[23:04] ELIYAHU: For instance, in Roman’s chapter 5 verse 13 and 14.

DAWN: For until the law, sin was in the world; but sin is not charged when there is no law.
Nevertheless death reigned from Adam until Moses, even over those whose sins weren’t like
Adam’s disobedience, who is a foreshadowing of him who was to come. (Romans 5:13-14)

ELIYAHU: This is a little bit confusing to some folks who do not really understand about
Torah, the Law. It says here that from Adam until Moses, death reigned.

DAWN: Right.
ELIYAHU: And yet it says sin is not charged when there is no Law.
DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: So what does is it really telling us there? What it is trying to say to us is this:
That we did not have the Torah before Moses. So, we did not have a written standard of
righteousness that our conduct could be judged by to label things as sin, and yet from
Adam until Moses everybody died. We know from Scripture that death is the penalty of sin.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: So, this tells us that if you are paying the penalty, then you are still breaking
the Law and the Law that people were breaking from Adam until Moses is the natural
inward Law that is the very image of God in Man. You see, when we sin we fall short of
that perfect image of God.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: And so even the pagans who do not know the Law of God, they all die. The
reason they die is because of violation of that inward Law that God created in Man in the
very beginning. So, even apart from Torah, to judge sin, people are still condemned
because they are not measuring up to that inward Law, the image of God in them. Now,
from Moses forward, we have Torah. The benefit of Torah is that Torah condemns sin by
naming it and commanding that we turn from sin. So now, because we have Torah, we
know what sin is. It is in black and white, right?
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DAWN: Sure. People argue about it, but it is nevertheless there.

ELIYAHU: Right. Now, it would have been great if Israel, now having the Torah, was able
to read the words on the page and do them.

DAWN: Right, part of the covenant—we will no longer do what is right in our own eyes.
ELIYAHU: Right. Did that happen?

DAWN: Unfortunately, no.

ELIYAHU: No. It did not happen. You see, even having the Torah, the only result of having
the Torah is that when people sinned—they were still sinning—but now they were sinning
after the disobedience of Adam.

DAWN: They knew that they were sinning.

ELIYAHU: They knew! They had a command. You see, God gave Adam a command and
Adam willingly, knowingly broke the command. This is exactly what happens with Torah.
Now that we have Torah we know the commandments of God - but do we keep them?
DAWN: No.

ELIYAHU: We keep them partially.

DAWN: Sure.

ELIYAHU: Right?

DAWN: If we try.

ELIYAHU: If we try really hard, and this is apart now from what Messiah has done for us...
DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: If we just read the words on the page and try to do them, we all fail.

DAWN: Right, and we might be involved in a certain group that teaches us “This is how
you look at it” and it may or may not agree with what God thinks. So failure can be

brought in by other people’s opinions.

ELIYAHU: Yes. Try as hard as we can, unfortunately, we all end up disobeying in the same
way that Adam did—knowingly.

DAWN: Right.
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ELIYAHU: This is the state of ALL under Torah apart from the Son of Man. We are all
proven, together, unable to obey Torah and so Torah ends up, instead of delivering us from
death, it ends up proving that we are sinners worthy of death.

DAWN: Worthy of death—that is our lot in life.
ELIYAHU: Right. The Torah which is wonderful, which is God’s standard...
DAWN: Sure.

ELIYAHU: Is at the same time death to us because it absolutely convicts us as sinners
worthy of death.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: That is you. That is me. That is every listener out there. I know there is not a
single person who is hearing me that has kept the Torah perfectly.

DAWN: Right.
ELIYAHU: This is our wretched state apart from the Son of Man.
DAWN: But the story does not end there, does it?

ELIYAHU: Thank God that the story doesn’t end there! You see, Adam foreshadowed He
who was to come. We read that in the verse.

DAWN: Right.

28:41 ELIYAHU: So, right from the beginning our Creator knew and understood what was
going to happen and He had the remedy. Adam who was the father of our race
foreshadowed the one who would come. Paul is talking about the promised seed of the
woman that we discussed last week (RT052706.21) in Genesis chapter 5 verse 15 that
would crush the serpent’s head thus freeing Mankind from bondage to satan and all of his
works. This is what the Son of Man came to do.

30:00 ELIYAHU: Let’s read verse 15 now.

DAWN: But the free gift isn’t like the trespass. For if by the trespass of the one the many
died, much more did the grace of God, and the gift by the grace of the one man, Yeshua the
Messiah, abound to the many. (Romans 5:15)

ELIYAHU: By the trespass of the one, meaning Adam, the many died. The whole race of
Mankind was plunged into sin and death through one sin.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: This was our lost condition that everyone of us was born into. Then, enter the
grace of God manifested in the one man, the one man, the Son of Man, Yeshua the
Messiah, and through the one man, grace was made to abound to many—not just one.
Notice this verse underscores that this grace comes to us through Yeshua the Messiah as a
man. This is so important.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: We see why that is important because it is only as a man that He could pay that
price of a perfect, sinless, life for a perfect, sinless, life. You see, it had to be exactly the
same thing. A God being sacrificed for us is not an equitable transaction.

DAWN: Right.
ELIYAHU: It has to be another perfect man.
DAWN: Okay.

31:43 ELIYAHU: So that is why only a man could do this for us. Now we will read verse
16.

DAWN: The gift is not as through the one who sinned: for the judgment came by the one to
condemnation, but the free gift came of many trespasses to justification. (Romans 5:16)

ELIYAHU: That is a little bit confusing for some folks when they read that so we are going
to explain that now. Through one act of sin, just one, Adam condemned the whole race of
Man. One sin did that. It plunged us all under condemnation. However, the grace of God
abounds far beyond the condemnation in that the ransom sacrifice of the Son of Man
justifies, that is pays the ransom price for, the believer from the condemnation of Adam. In
other words, the ransom pays the price of that one sin - but it goes far beyond that because
it pays also, in effect, for every other sin that the believer has ever committed! It is not only

the inherited sin of Adam that you are ransomed for, but it is for your own sin as well.
Because we know we are all guilty. It is not just because Adam sinned that we are guilty.

DAWN: Right.
ELIYAHU: Let’s be real.
DAWN: We would be in trouble if we thought that.

ELIYAHU: Exactly. We would not be ransomed if that is as far as it went because all of us
have sinned ourselves. So, the grace of God takes the free gift far beyond the
condemnation of Adam to cover every sin that the believer has committed.

DAWN: This Scripture is really neat! You hear people talk about this but you don’t
necessarily know as a believer, “Where is that in the Scriptures? Where did they learn that
from?” That is really exciting.

ELIYAHU: This was a wonderful revelation that God gave to those first century believers to
understand the depth of what Yeshua had done. This tells for us how precious the blood of
the Son of Man truly is. How precious one single perfect sinless life is to God!

DAWN: Wow! Yes!

35:00 ELIYAHU: That one life that was lived completely holy and absolutely for the glory
of God in this Earth is enough to cover every sin of every man. That really is an amazing
thing to think about. We want to esteem the worth of that blood that was shed for us
according to its great value. We want to understand what it has really done for us and the
ransom price that was paid for us.

Now we can go on in verse 17. Let’s read that now.
DAWN: For if by the trespass of the one, death reigned through the one; so much more will
those who receive the abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness reign in life through

the one, Yeshua the Messiah. (Romans 5:17)

ELIYAHU: You know what? This verse is so fantastic when you really understand what it
is saying to us. When God made man, who was supposed to reign?

DAWN: Mankind—Adam.

ELIYAHU: Right. Man was supposed to reign in the Earth. Man was given dominion to
reign. But, through sin, through Adam’s transgression, death reigned instead of man.

DAWN: Unfortunately.
ELIYAHU: Right?

DAWN: Right.
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ELIYAHU: And we are not just talking about the eventual death that we go into when our
body finally fails. Death as a principle was at work in man undermining everything that
man was doing so that death reigned in the Earth. That is what Paul is talking about here.
Death reigned through Adam. Through sin, Man lost his dominion. Death now had the
dominion along with satan. That was our state. Well, those who accept the ransom of the
Son of Man receive righteousness as a free gift. Not that it is really free.

DAWN: Right. It cost Him a lot.
ELIYAHU: Itis free to us because He paid the bill!
DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: So, it is not free—but it is free to us as a gift. It is His gift. He gave you His
blood. Did you ever get a better gift? Think about it. He gave you .. not a new watch.
Right?

DAWN: It is not something that is going to die or get damaged.

ELIYAHU: Right. He did not give you a neck tie. He gave you His precious blood as a gift
so that you could be released from the curse of death. That you could have the perfect
righteousness imputed to you that He walked out, lived out, in His life as a man. In
imputing that righteousness to you, death reigns no more. You reign again. Your
dominion is restored to you. That is what it means when it says that we can reign in life
through the One, Yeshua the Messiah. We do not have to wait until after we die to reign.

DAWN: Yes!

38:47 ELIYAHU: You can reign “in life!” You can reign right now in your life through what
Yeshua the Messiah, the Son of Man, has done for you. Understand that. Your dominion
is restored. He has given you, your life back, and you can use your life to take authority.
You can take authority, exercise dominion, in every area of your life to the glory of God.
That is our message, brothers and sisters in Messiah, reign in life right now because of
what the Son of Man has done for you! It has all been given back to you. Believe it! Live it!

Let’s go on to verse 18.

DAWN: So then as through one trespass, all men were condemned; even so through one act
of righteousness, all men were justified to life. (Romans 5:18)

ELIYAHU: The last Adam, the Son of Man, bought your life back for you at the cost of His
own blood. Believe in Him and receive eternal life in His name.

39:46 ELIYAHU: We are going to go on now to some other verses that talk about this.
First Corinthians chapter 15 is a great chapter. There is so much there that is so
encouraging to believers because it explains to us about the resurrection of the believer and
the whole principle upon which it happens, exactly what will happen, and how. We will go
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into this chapter another day in a lot more detail. Today, we want to pick up these verses
as they go along with this theme that we are discussing. We will read verse 21 and 22 of
this chapter

DAWN: For since death came by a man, the resurrection of the dead also came by a man.
For as in Adam all die, so also in Messiah all will be made alive. (1 Corinthians 15:21)

ELIYAHU: Here is simply another confirmation from Scripture of this principle that we
have been discussing. Since death came by a man, resurrection from the dead also had to
come by a man.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: So, it wasn’t something that Yeshua as the Son of God could just snap His
fingers and do. There was a price that had to be paid and that paid had to be paid by an
actual man. Because He did that for us the next verse is true—that as in Adam all die, so
also in Messiah all will be made alive. There are a lot of verses like this where it says that
in Messiah all are made alive, or all are saved, or the whole world is saved. Sometimes
people make the mistake of thinking that these verses mean that all persons will eventually
be saved. In fact, there are some people that believe that this even applies to the devil and
that he will someday be saved as well.

DAWN: Sure, I have heard that.

ELIYAHU: However, what we find when we look into Scripture is that, Yes, Yeshua paid the
price for everyone, and yet, to acquire what was bought for us we must have faith. Even
though the price has been paid for every person, not every person will believe.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: Why is it that people remain in unbelief? This is an amazing subject all by itself
but there are lots of people that just simply do not want to believe. If they cannot do it
themselves on their own merit, they do not want to get it as a free gift, for whatever reason.
Not everyone is going to actually taste the benefit of what the Son of Man did for all
Mankind simply because some people refuse to take that one step that they need to take,
which is to believe. I want to say to folks who are listening, if there are any of you who
have heard this and you have not believed, stop being so stubborn. You cannot do this on
your own. I do not care how well you know Torah. I don’t care how carefully you walk
according to your religion. You cannot pay the price of what was lost on your own and you
remain in sin until you put your faith in the Son of Man and what He did for you and you
accept His ransom and you give your life to Him. Until you are grafted in to Him. Until
you do that, no matter who you are, you are lost. Now, God loved you. He sent His Son to
become one of us—the Son of Man to redeem you. So say, “Thank you God!” “Thank you
Father!”

DAWN: Yes!
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ELIYAHU: And accept what He is wanting to give you. Do not harden your heart against
this act of love for you and don’t wait. You do not know what is going to happen in the next
minute. Maybe you are about to have a stroke. Maybe that is going to happen in five
minutes from now. You do not know. Maybe a truck is going to drive into your car and
you are going to die. Maybe a terrorist is going to shoot you. You do not know your life.
Do not wait! Put your trust in Yeshua the Messiah who gave His life for you.

ELIYAHU: We are going to read Hebrews chapter 2 verse 14 and 15. [44:54]

DAWN: Since then the children (of God) have shared in flesh and blood, He (the Son of God)
also Himself in like manner partook of the same, that through death He might bring to nothing
him who had the power of death, that is, the devil, and might deliver all of them who through
fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage. (Hebrews 2:14-15)

ELIYAHU: This tells us why the Son of God became a man. We are God’s children, flesh
and blood. We have been subjected to bondage through the fear of death. Have you ever
thought about the fact that you are in bondage through the fear of death? Do you know
that you spend most of your life in fear? Think about it. You know I am telling you the
truth. So many of the decisions you make in life are out of fear. It is because we know that
we are mortal.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: We are going to die.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: So when we know this is true, so many times we fail to do the righteous thing
because we are in fear. The Son of God became the Son of Man. He took on the same flesh
and blood that we have; that through His death He could bring to nothing the devil and all
of his works - including the fear of death. Now, I know that this body of mine someday is
going to die; but I also know that I am going to be forever with Him. He has bought my life!
So do I need to be in fear of death?

DAWN: No, not really.

ELIYAHU: Death is defeated!
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DAWN: Yes.

ELIYAHU: Death is defeated! You are set free, my friend, from death. Therefore you are set
free from the fear of death. I would put forth the idea that it is fear of death that holds
people back from exercising their dominion, their authority, in the world. If there is some
person, some power, who has power to kill you, power over your life that holds you back
from exercising your authority to do the right thing in the world - that power has been
broken by the Son of Man. The works of the devil have therefore been destroyed. The
power of death has been broken. The power of satan has been broken and you have been
delivered. This is an amazing and wonderful thing. We are flesh and blood. To save us the
Son of God became flesh and blood too—a real man. Not only does this have to do with the
price that He paid for us, but it also comes to something else that He did for us and that is
modeling for us: how we, as flesh and blood, should live. How we can walk in a way that is
blameless in the sight of our God. He has empowered us so that we can walk that way. We
have the favor from God to be able to grow in our walk. We have the free gift. We have the
grace from God so that we can grow in our walk as we follow the Son of Man and walk as
that one walked. As we do that, we also defeat the devil. We defeat the devil in our own
lives.

DAWN: Amen!

ELIYAHU: Amen! ... And we take back territory from him. Now, as more of us understand
this and do this...

DAWN: Oh, YES! I can see that.

ELIYAHU: Praise the Lord! Yes!

DAWN: Wow!

ELIYAHU: More and more of the dominion of satan is taken back from him and brought
under the dominion of the people of God for the Kingdom of God. So it is very important
that we understand that Yeshua did not die for us only to save us.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: He died for us to restore dominion to us; that we might reach out, that we
might be empowered, and that we might crush satan and his works in our lives. Romans,
chapter 16, and verse 20 says this: “The God of peace will quickly crush satan under your
feet.” We think of satan as being crushed under Yeshua’s feet.

DAWN: We sure do.

ELIYAHU: Right? This is what the people think. Well it is true.

DAWN: Right.
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ELIYAHU: It is true satan was crushed under Yeshua’s feet because of what He did. Well,
the really great news for us is that it enables all of us to trample on that sucker too!

DAWN: (Laughter) Because we are Yeshua’s disciples and we are trying to be just like Him!

ELIYAHU: We are going to be just like Him and He was stepping all over the head of that
snake. Right?

DAWN: Yes.
ELIYAHU: Yes, so let’s do the same.
DAWN: Okay.

ELIYAHU: Let us do the same. Let’s defeat satan in our lives. Let’s root him out. You
have the power to root him out of your life. You have the power to take dominion in your
life and crush satan under your feet and I am only telling you, “Go ahead and do it. You
are going to like it!” (Laughter).

DAWN: So first though, we have to overcome our fear, and we do that by belief which builds
faith.

ELIYAHU: That is right. It is very simple really. Then we need to walk the walk.
DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: This is why we have spent these many weeks just talking about who Yeshua is—
just understanding Him and we are going to spend more weeks doing exactly the same
thing. From the time that we started these programs, this is program number 22, we have
not even gotten to the point of the resurrection of Yeshua yet. In all of that time, we have
just been talking to you about Yeshua’s family, His life, who He is—we have been telling
you all about Yeshua and we are not done. We are going to keep doing that for a long time
before we even get to the resurrection.

DAWN: Sure.

ELIYAHU: The reason we are doing that is because we have been set free to walk as that
one walked.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: We can be Yeshua in this Earth. We can walk with the dominion that He
restored to us. We can take back the dominion from the enemy in our lives and we can do
all that Yeshua died for us to do. It all comes from knowing Him and being empowered by
Him to walk as He walked. What I am saying is, choose to be talmidim. Do not just be
saved. Anybody can be saved.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: Go beyond being saved! Be a disciple. Be talmidim of Yeshua the Messiah.
Follow Him wherever He goes.

DAWN: Yes!

ELIYAHU: Become like Him.

DAWN: Yes!

ELIYAHU: Rise up in all that He bought for you.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: Take back the dominion in your life and be a source of freedom to everyone
around you. This is God’s will for the children of God.

DAWN: Yes.

ELIYAHU: Dawn, this has been a very exciting program today. As we draw nearer to the
end of our program, I am wondering what your impressions are about this Biblical truth
that we have now fully established - that Yeshua was a real man just like us and as such
He provided our ransom. What do you think of that?

DAWN: Paganism has its root in this idea of incarnation of a spirit into human flesh. That
is the idea that “the church” has incorporated into dealing with pagans.

ELIYAHU: Hm.

DAWN: You know, like the whole entire Western civilization of Christianity has that idea in
people’s heads because people are pagans and they are trying to think that way. They do
not separate this distinction out.

ELIYAHU: Right.

DAWN: Because they are trained in a Classical Education—you know Aesop’s Fables and
all of these other things where a god comes and incarnates someone or something and so
this is how people are thinking rather than what the Scriptural truth is. The paradigm
shift is needed.

ELIYAHU: See, the Scriptural truth is so clear. What you are saying is true. Because what
you are talking about was one of the heresies that the first century believers had to deal

with.

DAWN: Right, but we are still dealing with it today.
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ELIYAHU: Exactly. This is why (the Word) defined this so clearly for us so that we know
that Yeshua was not just a spirit incarnating a human body but that He was actually a
man.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: Because nothing else would do the job for us.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: We have one last verse that I think really sums up all of this very well.

DAWN: Yes.

55:04 ELIYAHU: This is first Timothy chapter two verse five and six. Let’s read that.

DAWN: For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Messiah
Yeshua, who gave himself as a ransom for all. (1 Timothy 2:5-6)

ELIYAHU: This verse says it all. Right?

DAWN: Sure.

ELIYAHU: We have a mediator between us and God.

DAWN: Right.

ELIYAHU: And that mediator is a man.

DAWN: Right. A man.

ELIYAHU: The man Messiah Yeshua who gave Himself as a ransom for all. Now think of
this. There is a man in heaven. There is a man in heaven. A glorified man, but a man in
heaven, and His name is Messiah Yeshua. What does that mean for you that there is a
man in heaven who is your mediator?

DAWN: Everything!

ELIYAHU: It means everything. He knows what it is like.

DAWN: Yes!

ELIYAHU: He knows what you are going through. He was a man. He is a man. He is a
glorified man. He is your mediator. Think about that. Think about that. There is a man

in heaven. Amen.

DAWN: Amen.
