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INTRODUCTION:

Dawn: Hi, I'm Dawn. Welcome to our satellite radio broadcast: “On The Road to Tsiyon"
with Eliyahu ben David. Find us on the web and claim your free gift at www.Tsiyon.org.

If you missed the number, please have your pencil and paper
handy later and we will announce the number again. Now, On the Road to Tsiyon with the
remnant people of God here is the voice of Tsiyon in exile, Eliyahu ben David.

Eliyahu: Welcome friends, On the Road to Tsiyon. Dawn and I are very excited to be
sharing our very first program in this series with you today. Did you know that the Bible
foretells a Paradigm Shift for our day of such monumental proportions that it will effect
every man, woman and child in the world? ...Did you know that prophesied Paradigm Shift
is already under way? You need to know about this to be prepared for the days ahead...
and we are here to tell you about it today.

Dawn - How exciting! The theme of today's program is: The Prophesied Paradigm Shift Has
Come!

Eliyahu - Yes, This really is exciting! Before we get into our main theme we want to let our
listeners know how they can have input into our program.

Dawn - Yes, the listeners can share comments and questions using our feedback form at
our web site at Tsiyon.org. Some of those listener questions and comments will be read on
the air in the Tsiyon mailbag portion of the program. While we are on this subject, I also
want to mention that the inspiring music on today's program is by Jonathan David Brown.
Other artists who would like to be heard on our program may contact us using our
feedback form at Tsiyon.org.

Eliyahu: Yes, Dawn we love to get E-mail, however we would rather get a phone call that we
could actually share on the program from those brave souls who would like to hear their
voice on the air. Friends, please call in any time and share your comments and questions
with us. We may actually air your comments or your question on the show. The number
to call to be included is 206-984-2688. Please keep in mind that the views of callers and
the network, station and sponsors are not necessarily the same as our views.

Dawn: I also want to mention that we give a free gift to everyone who gives us feedback so
long as they give us their E-mail address so that we can send that to them. We are also
offering a free book to everyone who visits our web site at www.Tsiyon.org. Now that our
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listeners know some of the exciting features that our program will be offering, it is time to
get to the meat of our program. What is "On the Road to Tsiyon" really all about?

Eliyahu: Fundamentally, "On The Road to Tsiyon" is about a paradigm shift that is going on
right now among the people of God. To understand this, we have to look into a little bit of
history here. We are going back now to the first century, to the time when Jerusalem was
destroyed. After Jerusalem was destroyed in the year 70 CE a paradigm shift began away
from Tsiyon and toward Rome as the center of the community of believers in Yeshua the
Messiah, who is more commonly known today as Jesus Christ. In the course of this shift
away from the Tsiyon mindset, we might say, that had formed the framework of the early
Christian faith--that mindset was discarded. A Greco-Roman system of "Christianity" was
erected in its place as the new paradigm within which believers would function over the
intervening centuries until now. Now, it is time for a change of thinking again among the
people of God. I am here to explain and promote the new paradigm shift now under way
among those in vital touch with the Son of God. This paradigm shift is a reversal of the
prevailing one, away from the Greco-Roman mindset back to a Tsiyon-centric one. God is
in this change! His people, both Israelite and Gentile, need to make this difficult and even
mind-bending journey, back around to the mindset of the first-century believers. That puts
all true disciples/talmidim "On the Road to Tsiyon" - whether they know it yet or not. Our
program "On the Road to Tsiyon" is here to help them make that trip.

Dawn - Wow! That is truly a mind-blowing statement to take all in at once--all of this about
changing paradigms and things. Can you break that down into a bite-sized piece for us?

Eliyahu: Sure. The first thing to do that would be to consider this term, Paradigm. We
have all heard this term--paradigm, paradigm shift. We have a general idea what it means
but let’s define it in terms of what we are talking about in our program. First of all, a
paradigm is just a view of how things work. A Paradigm is usually a generally accepted
intellectual framework. Paradigms are used to set the basic rules of how the world works
so that solutions to problems can be set within some accepted boundaries. A shared
paradigm puts everyone on the "same page" you might say.

Dawn - Can you give us a simple example of a paradigm?

Eliyahu: Here is a very basic example. Let’s say we have two men who are going to be
taking a trip together—let’s say from Boston to New York. They dig out the map that they
usually use when they take a trip, and they plan out their trip. That is basically sharing
the same geographical paradigm.

Dawn - OK, I see. A paradigm is a way of looking at things - sort of like a map. What is a
paradigm shift then?

Eliyahu: A paradigm shift is basically a significant change from one fundamental view to
another fundamental view. Continuing that same illustration that I started, let’s say that
one of those two men who are sharing that same map proposes now that they use a new
and different map which he says is better than the previous map. He is suggesting there
that they adopt a new paradigm. Now the other person will probably say something like,
"Well this old map has always been good enough for me." So then the innovator is going to
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say something like “this new map is better because..." Lets say, because there is a new and
better road on this map that is not on the old map. See, your map just has Route 1 on it
and my map has Route 95 and that is going to get you there faster. If and when they
decide, "Okay, we are going to use the new map" and they discard the old map, then a
paradigm shift has occurred. They are now using a new mental framework for their trip.

Dawn: I get it. Because they are both using the new map now they are both seeing things
differently than they did before - both according to this same new map.

Eliyahu: Exactly right. This example is a bit of a simplification though. A paradigm is
usually not a real map. It is more like the map in your head. When the map in your head
significantly changes causing you to see everything differently, you are probably
experiencing a paradigm shift - although you, and all your friends, may be thinking that
really you have gone crazy!

Dawn: In your example of the map, the paradigm shift happened almost immediately.
Does a paradigm shift always happen that fast?

Eliyahu: That is why I was saying about the map that it is a simple example - because it
does not hold true that a paradigm shift usually happens this fast. It can happen that fast,
but a paradigm shift normally involves a process over time in which the existing order of
things resists the new paradigm until finally the perceived advantages of the new paradigm
overcome the paradigm of the old order. This can take years, decades, or centuries, even
millennia - but almost never happens over-night.

Dawn - Is there an example in history of a paradigm shift like that, to help us understand
better?

Eliyahu: The classic example that is normally used of a paradigm shift is the example of
the Geocentric Paradigm vs. the Heliocentric Paradigm. Now this is not as complex as this
terminology might suggest. It is really simple when we break it down. The Geocentric
Paradigm is also known as the Ptolemaic Paradigm named after Claudius Ptolemaeus of the
second century AD known in English as Ptolemy. He was an ancient Greek geographer,
astronomer, and astrologer who probably lived and worked in Alexandria, off the coast of
Egypt. Ptolemy believed the planets and the sun orbited the Earth in the order Mercury,
Venus, the Sun, Mars, Jupiter, and Saturn. The geocentric paradigm is basically the
paradigm of the planets and the universe orbiting around the Earth with the Earth
stationary in the middle. That is the geocentric paradigm. This specific system of this
order of planets became known as the Ptolemaic system and it predicted the positions of
the planets accurately enough for naked-eye observations in that day. Now, there were
some problems with that but not enough to bother anybody, so his system seemed to work
very well even though it was based on the Greco-Roman paradigm that saw the Earth as
the center of the universe.

Well that held for a long time until something called the Heliocentric Paradigm or the
Copernican Paradigm came along. That upset the applecart. In the 16th century the
theory of helio-centrism was proposed by Nicolaus Copernicus. This theory seemed to
resolve the issue of planetary retrograde motion. I guess I should insert a little definition of
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planetary retrograde motion. This is basically what happens when we observe the stars
and instead of going in a straight line, as if they were orbiting the Earth, they move in
erratic ways. Sometimes they even seem to be going backwards. This was always a
problem to explain under the old order. With this (Heliocentric) theory by Copernicus there
seemed to be a resolution of this problem. The resolution that he argued was that such
motion was only perceived and apparent rather than real. It was a parallax effect--a lot like
a car. When you are passing a car, the car you are passing now looks like it is going
backwards, but it is not going backwards--it is just going "backwards" in relationship to
you. This was used as an argument for the heliocentric paradigm.

In the 17th century Galileo wrote in support of the Copernican heliocentric theory. He
eventually ended up before the Roman Catholic Inquisition for his trouble. They were kind
of upset, because up until then, the Earth had been the center of the universe. Now, in
this new theory, the Sun was the center, and the Earth was just one of the planets going
around the Sun. This upset everybody amazingly.

Dawn - That's interesting that the sun at the center was already being taught by many,
even though still considered a heresy by the Catholic Church.

Eliyahu: Yes. In fact, the inquisition's formal charges against Galileo on this: he was
condemned for holding a false doctrine, taught by many--namely that “the sun is moveable
in the center of the world and that the Earth moves.” This was not only a scientific theory,
as we think of it today, but it was held by the Inquisition to be a false doctrine. Apparently,
Galileo was indeed in the midst of a paradigm shift in which the old paradigm (the Earth at
the center of the universe) was still the prevailing view, but already had many dissenters.
Within the space of a couple hundred years the paradigm completely shifted. Today,
almost everybody believes that the Earth revolves around the sun. That's because there
was a paradigm shift in which the Copernican Paradigm eventually won over the majority.

I would add, that it is noteworthy that the previous paradigm had held dominance in the
Greco-Roman world for some 17 centuries before this paradigm shift took place in the
space of less than 2 centuries. This gives you an idea of the large blocks of time that can
be involved in a paradigm shift.

Dawn: It is now time to take a break.
(SONG)

Dawn: Before the break, we were talking about the fact that a paradigm shift could take as
long as 17 centuries. After something has been ingrained over so many centuries it must
be hard for people to grasp the new idea.

Eliyahu: Yes, it really is, and of course that is why it did take 17 centuries. People tend to
test the new system of thought against the old one. Of course, that is not going to work
very well because if you do that the old system of thought is going to win every time, since
it is already the system that everybody is holding as being true. Obviously a paradigm shift
is normally going to take a long time to overcome that.
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Dawn: That sounds like it can be a real problem. As disciples of Yeshua we don't want to
get stuck like that, because we want to move forward into all the truth. So if the tendency
is to hang on to how we already see things, even if they are in error, then how can we avoid
being stuck in an old paradigm that seems true but maybe isn't?

Eliyahu: You have picked up on something there that is really very important to our
program today. A lot of times, believers tend to think they already know everything there is
to know about God. They already know all the truth and we do not always understand the
fact that our mind is operating within a certain paradigm. That paradigm could be wrong.
I think the first thing that we need to do in order to make a paradigm shift is to realize that
the paradigm that we are operating under could be wrong. That will cause us to look and
compare different paradigms. It is not as scary as it sounds. First of all, in order to be able
to cope with a new paradigm, we must know the One who is the Truth, the Son of God.
The truth is not just some creed or denomination. The TRUTH is really a person--the Son
of God. Once we actually have a saving relationship with Him He has promised to send the
Holy Spirit to live inside of us, to guide you into all truth. Think about it, if a believer
started out already knowing all truth, then does he need the Holy Spirit to guide him into
all truth? No. So, doesn't it seem that Yeshua realized that there was a process that
people would have to go through to get to that knowledge of all truth? We are talking there
about a paradigm shift, aren't we? Right. In a way you could say that he was sending the
Holy Spirit in order to help us make a paradigm shift. He is God, and God is the
transcendent reality - far more real than any theory that can be devised by the mind of
man. If you know Him and He lives within you then you have a solid Rock to stand on and
you can test all things against that ultimate Truth that exists in Him.

Dawn - I really agree with that, but most of us still find that there are some new ideas that
are sort of scary.

Eliyahu: Yes, I can really relate to that too. But I also think that disciples/talmidim love
the truth and really have nothing to fear from the truth. When faced with a new way of
looking at things they really do not have to be afraid to find out they've got something a
little messed up. We all do have some things a little missed up!

Dawn: I can relate.

Eliyahu: Yes. You see if we are secure in God's love, then we can afford to test new ideas
for their validity. This security in God's love is really vital to growing in the truth. His love
for us is not dependent on us being perfectly knowledgeable about the truth.

There are certain characteristics that will help us to deal with a paradigm shift. Humility is
certainly a vital characteristic. If we are humble we will admit that we could be wrong
about something, and will therefore be ready to test out a new paradigm. We really should
remember that nobody gets the whole truth in one big block. We all have a learning
process to go through. That's really OK; because going through that process - down that
road so to speak - is how we will eventually arrive where He is at. Because we want to get
there to be with Him we must commit ourselves to forward movement along the road.
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Dawn: Wow! That's really different than how most Christians see things today! Is that
because of the paradigm shift that coincided with the beginning of the Times of the
Gentiles?

Eliyahu: Yes. With the beginning of the Gentile Times in 70 CE a gradual paradigm shift
began to occur among believers in Yeshua. This paradigm shift was away from an Israel-
centric paradigm for the Messianic community to a Gentile-centric, and more especially a
Greco-Roman paradigm. This paradigm shift was formalized in 325 CE when Christianity
became the State-sponsored religion of Rome.

Dawn: What are the key elements of the Greco-Roman Christian paradigm?
Eliyahu: The newer Gentile paradigm included these 7 key elements:
1. Rome was the real and spiritual center of the Christian world.

2. The Torah was considered Jewish and therefore it was done away with along with
everything Jewish because there was tremendous hatred of everything Jewish.

3. Gentile Christendom was now considered spiritual Israel while actual Israelites were the
rejected and hated "Christ-killers."

4. All the principle leaders of Christendom were of Gentile extraction.

5. The governmental order of the Church was fashioned after Greco-Roman ideals and even
after the Roman military.

6. The Church was considered God's replacement for Israel. So now the Church is
something separate from actual Israel and replaces it.

7. In every measurable way the dominant mindset of Christendom was not Hebraic, but
Greco-Roman.

This Greco-Roman paradigm has continued to dominate the minds of God's people ever
since. Protestantism has not replaced it; even though it has brought in some sunlight--you
might say, but it has carried forward most of the principle assumptions of the Greco-
Roman paradigm. Now though, something has happened to upset this centuries-old
paradigm.

Dawn: What is that?
Eliyahu: The end of the Times of the Gentiles has come!
Dawn: I can't wait to hear more about that right after the break!

ANNOUNCEMENT: Did you notice that we spell Tsiyon as it is directly
transliterated from scripture? It begins with a T-S sound and not the Z. It is
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spelled T-S-I-Y-O-N. Do you want to know why we prefer to use this spelling?

Now on
with our program.

Dawn: Before the break, you said that the end of the Gentile Times has come, can you tell
us more?

Eliyahu: Yes. Yeshua says that after its then future destruction, which occurred in 70 CE,
Jerusalem would be trampled by the Gentiles UNTIL the Gentile Times are fulfilled. That is
a big UNTIL. That means that when the Gentiles no longer control Jerusalem, or trample
on Jerusalem, the Gentile times are over! That actually happened in 1967 during the 6-day
war when Israeli troops liberated Jerusalem from Gentile domination after 1900 years of
Gentile control! That means that since 1967 the Gentile Times have been over! God's plan
for the scattered remnant of Israel is now commenced, which is why a paradigm shift back
toward the Hebraic mindset of the first believers is now underway.

Dawn: How long will this paradigm shift take?

Eliyahu: Yeshua tells us: "Most certainly I tell you, this generation will not pass away until
all things are accomplished." That is, all the things he said. Many who were alive at the
end of the Gentile Times in 1967 will thus still not have "passed away" at the return of our
Lord! This is our generation, friends! Let that sink in. There is a paradigm shift underway
that will affect every man, woman, and child on the face of this planet and that paradigm
shift involves the re-emergence of believing Israel at the center of the plan of God!

Dawn: That is truly amazing! What can we expect to happen in the days ahead?

Eliyahu: Well, as we see believing Israel re-emerge in God's plan we see the Organized
Christian Church also destined for massive change: As all true believers in it hear the voice
of God and flee away from Babylon to Tsiyon! This will leave essentially an immense but
spiritually dead husk of man-made Gentile religion called in Scripture "Babylon the Great."
Every believer will be forced by this move of God to choose which paradigm they will
associate themselves with, and their eternal future hangs in that balance.

By the Word of God I tell you that the old Greco-Roman Church paradigm will be
completely overtaken by God's plan for believing Israel in this generation! You are about to
discover that much that you have been taught and that you have taken for granted all
these years is simply incorrect. God is shedding light from His Word - and much that has
been there all along is now shining forth in a new and clearer way to light our path on the
road to Tsiyon. It is time! The Kingdom is at hand!

Dawn: That is really breathtaking! And I am sort of getting it - but not quite. Am I missing
something?

Eliyahu: Yes, of course you are missing many significant details. Today we are not getting
into the details because we are talking about the big picture--the paradigm shift. Today's
program is painting in very broad strokes to let our listeners know the big picture that is
going to be unfolding on our program, that we will be explaining on our program from week
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to week. Upcoming programs will progressively help to flesh out the details of the immense
paradigm shift that is now occurring on God's great timetable so that people can move
along with this move of God. We want people to understand, it is going to be mental and
spiritual work for all of us to make this transition, and many people will not be able to
make it. So, we ask you all: Pray for wisdom to understand this message! We invite you to
take in this whole picture that we are going to be unfolding on this program in order to test
it out. Do not make the mistake of testing out the new paradigm against the existing
Greco-Roman paradigm because the Greco-Roman paradigm is an entirely different way of
seeing things than the Hebraic paradigm that existed first. Hear the whole message till it
makes sense to you and you understand the message on its own terms. Then, once you
understand it, test it according to the many Scripture passages we will be presenting. We
have an exciting journey ahead together, on the Road to Tsiyon!

Dawn: This is really great, giving a lot of stuff to think about. And I cannot wait to hear
next week's program which will be airing in this same time slot next week. Now, to the
break.

GLOSSARY OF TERMS

Retrograde Motion: When an object that is moving forward, suddenly appears to be moving
backwards.

Talmidim: The Hebrew word for disciple.

Tenach: The Hebrew Scriptures commonly called the Old Testament.

Torah: Torah means "instruction" and therefore can refer to the whole Word of Yah, though
it is generally used referring to the first five books, the Books of Moses. Yeshua is the

Living Torah.

Yeshua: Son of God.

The Church, that
is the Assembly, and Israel was
synonymous (Ephesians 2:12,13
among many verses). The terms
meant exactly the same thing.

. The Church was considered God's

replacement for Israel. So now the
church is something separate from
actual Israel and replaces it.

. To sum all this up, basically in every
measurable way the dominant
mindset of those early believers was
Hebraic.

. In every measurable way the dominant

mindset of Christendom was not
Hebraic, but Greco-Roman.
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
